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knew about the first commandment, but ignored it.

Now THeRE Is TREMENDOUS OPPORTUNITY

_ Humanists and other pagansin the USA are prac-
ticing birth control to the point that their True Fertil-
ity Rateisbelow the replacement level. This presents
atremendous ﬁ%vozca_a\ for usto very quickly be-
come more and mightier then they. The children of
Israel only numbered 70 souls when they went to
Egypt (Ex 1:5), but those 70 souls obeyed the first
commandment.

And the children of Israel were fruitful, and increased abun-
dantly, and multiplied, and waxed exceeding mighty; and
the land was filled with them. Now there arose up a new
king over Egypt, which knew not Joseph. And he said unto
his people, Behold, the people of the children of Israel are
more and mightier than we: Come on, let us deal wisely
with them; lest they multiply, and it come to pass, that,
when there falleth out any war, they join also unto our en-
emies, and fight against us, and so get them up out of the
land. Therefore they did set over them taskmasters to af-
flict them with their burdens. And they built for Pharaoh
treasure cities, Pithom and Raamses. But the more they
afflicted them, the more they multiplied and grew. And they
were grieved because of the children of Israel.

We already know the rest of the story. The Hebrews
midwivesrefused to practiceinfanticide. “ Therefore
God dealt well with the midwives: and the people
multiplied, and waxed very 3_%33\.._ (Ex1.20)And
thank God, Moses's mother did not believe in birth
control. The obedience of the children of Israel tothe
first commandment wasthe number onefactor in their
deliverance from the bondage of Egypt.

WHAT WiLL HAPPeN IF WE RepENT

Wherefore it shall come to pass, if ye hearken to these
judgments, and keep, and do them, that the LORD %R
God shall keep unto thee the covenant and the mercy whic
he swear unto thy fathers: And he will love thee, and bless
thee, and multiply thee: he will also bless the fruit of thy
womb, and the fruit of thy land, thy corn, and thy wine, and
thine oil, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy
sheep, in the land which he sware unto thy fathers to give
thee. Thou shalt be blessed above all people: there
shall not be male or female barren among you, or
among your cattle. And the LORD will take away from thee
all sickness, and will put none of the evil diseases of Egypt,
which thou knowest, upon thee; but will lay them upon all
them that hate thee.

God will financially enable usto raiselarge families
once we repent and obey the first commandment.
Also, our churcheswill grow in size, in number, and
ininfluence. And our wives will be healthier off the
pill. Only God-not birth control—can save us from
our problems. Have faith in God not in humanism!
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THE FIRST COMMANDMENT
and its Relationship
to World-wide Missions

Independent Baptistsarefailing to carry out the Great
Commission, and the major reason for thisfailureisthat
they are disobeying the first commandment.

If we areto ultimately succeed in the mission Christ
has entrusted into our hands, we must first admit our
present failure. and determineits cause. Our present fail-
ureisobvious. asawhole, our churchesare shrinkingin
size; few new churches are being started; we seem pow-
erlessto win peopleto Christ; fewer and fewer men are
surrendering to the ministry; many missionaries are com-
ing home from their respective fields due to inadequate
support, and are not being replaced; mission funds are
increasingly in short supply for the missionariesstill serv-
ing; the world’s humanistic culture is influencing our
churches more then our Christian culture isinfluencing
the world; and our churches are graying—many of our
churches have aimost no children, and their vitality is
slowly being snapped by the aging and death of adult
members. Our shrinking numbersare resulting in shrink-
ing financial resources. And as our numerical and finan-
cia resources dwindle our influence upon the world
dwindles also and we becomeincreasingly weaker. And
as we grow increasingly weaker, the pagans tighten up
the screws of affliction and oppression.

If wearetoreceive any rewards at the Judgment Seat
of Christ, we must turn this situation around. Five bil-
lion souls are dependent upon usto tell them the Gospel
story. We have most likely presented the Gospel to less
than one percent of these people. Thisissin, sin, sin!

Tue ReasoN For OUR FAILURE

Considering our small numbers and our dwindling
financial resources it should be obvious to all that we
are not going to be ableto succeed at our mission except
God bewith us. And if wewant God to bewith usweare
going to have to do things God's way. But what are we
doing wrong? We send our missionaries out Scriptur-
aly—directly through the church. We usethe KJV Bible,
so we definitely have the sword of the Spirit. We stand
against the sins of abortion, homosexuality, fornication,
adultery, worldly music, etc. Wearelocal, visible church
men. We believe in the six-day, literal creation, in the
Trinity, in the virgin birth of Christ, in the substitution-
ary atonement, in the pre-millennium return of Christ,
and in al the other fundamentals of the faith. We work
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hard at evangelism and support missions. So why are
wefailing? Because we are breaking the first command-
ment.

Baprists Have Been DEcEIVED

Margaret Sanger (1879-1966) was a sociaist and a
neo-Malthusian. So dedicated was she to humanist prin-
ciples, that in 1957 she was declared Humanist of the
Year by the American Humanist Association. She was
habitually unfaithful to her two husbands as amatter of
principle (she did not believe in marriage), and repeat-
edly participated in group sex orgies and other vile sexua
perversions. She used drugs and participated in the oc-
cult. We know these things from the journalsand | etters
she left behind when she died. But while shewas alive
she carefully hid her private life from the public. She
dressed very conservatively on purpose to conceal the
radicalness of her goalsand methods. She was an excel-
lent public speaker, and most Baptist women and pas-
tors swallowed her message hook, line and sinker. She
has persuaded almost all Baptist couples to break the
first commandment.

As ahumanist/atheist M Q%mﬁ Sanger hated Chris-
tianity with a passion, and did everything in her power
to destroy Christianity. More then any other personin
history, she has succeeded in her mission. As a neo-
Malthusian she realized that all it takesto completely
eliminateagroup of peopleisto somehow keep them
from having babies for _cm one generation. Even if
there be multiplied millions of them to start with,
their numberswill bereduced to zeroif they aresim-
ply kept from reproducing for onesingle gener ation.
That isstark naked reality. George Grant quotes Marga-
ret Sanger as saying: “Birth control appeals to the ad-
vanced radical becauseit iscalculated to undermine that
authority of the Christian Churches. | look forward to
seeing humanity free someday of the tyranny of Chris-
tianity no lessthan Capitalism” (George Grant, Grand lllu-
sion the Legacy of Planned Parenthood [Brentwood, Tennes-
see: Wolgemuth & Hyatt, Publishers, Inc.], 1990 <1988>, 61).

Asmother of the birth control movement in America,
and as founder of Planned Parenthood Federation of
America(thegroup called into our public schoolstoteach
sex-educationto our children), Margaret Sanger hasdone
moreto undermine Christianity than any other personin
the history of the world. The main reason we indepen-
dent Baptist arefailing in our mission is because in the
privacy of our bedroomswe are practicing the teachings
of humanist Margaret Sanger instead of the teachings of
theWord of God. What we do in our bedrooms are very
private acts, but those acts have very public and far reach-
Ing consequences. Those acts are not just our own per-
sonal business, but they are God' s business. By practic-
ing the humanist doctrine of birth control we Baptists
areeliminating our own selves. What Pharaoh could not
accomplish by coercion Margaret Sanger accomplished
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by persuasion. We are despising and rejecting the
heritage and reward of the Lord.
Lo, children are an heritage of the LORD: and the fruit of
the womb is his reward. As arrows are in the hand of a
3_@2«_ man; so are children of the youth. Happy is the
man that hath his quiver full of them: they shall not be
ashamed, but they shall speak with the enemies in the gate.
Psalm 127.3-5)
For this rejection of God's heritage we are paying a
bitter price. Multiplied thousands of Baptist children
that should have been born have not been born, and
are not attending our churches. They are not support-
ing our churches with their tithes. They are not giv-
ing to missions. They arenot surrendering to the min-
istry. They are not showing up for visitation to evan-
gelize our communities. They cannot because they
are not. Thus, we have sabotaged our own mission.
For thiswewill surely give account before God.

T First COMMANDMENT

_ Thevery first commandment given to human be-

ingsisfound in the very first chapter of the Word of

God:
So God created man in his own image, in the image of
God created he him; male and female created he them.
And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruit-
ful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue
it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the
fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon
the earth. (Gen 1.27-28)

Thisisthefirst commandment given in the Bible
because it is of extreme importance. Without obedi-
enceto thiscommand, God's plan for humanswould
not be accomplished, for there would be no humans.

THEe FirsT COMMANDMENT Is Our Hope For Success

Just as disobedience to this commandment has
greatly reduced our numbers, so obeying it could rap-
idly make us the dominate influence on earth. Con-
sider, for example, thefollowing synopsis. Let usas-
sume that there are only 1,000 sound, independent
Baptist churches in the USA. Surely thisis a very
conservative figure. Let us further assumethat these
1,000 churches have an average active membership
of only 50 people. And let us say that each family
averaged 5 individuals. Fifty divided by 5 equals 10
families per church. Ten families per church times
1,000 churches equal s 10,000 married couples. What
will happen if these 10,000 married couples throw
out al their contraceptives, and being obeying God
in their bedrooms? Provided God should see fit to
bless each married couplewith atotal of 12 children,
and provided each of the children produced would
also get saved and obey Christ this is what would
happen in just seven generations:

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THE FiIRsT COMMANDMENT s StiLL IN ErFect

Consider that the first commandment was before the
law and even beforethefall of manintosin. But raisi :w
large familiesis even moreimportant now sincethefal
of man than it was before. Why? Because now death is
constantly reducing our numbers, while before the fall
there was no death. God's post-fall plan is to greatly
multiply woman’s conception so asto be ableto accom-
plish His plan for the human race:

Unto the woman he said, | will greatly multiply thy sorrow and
thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and
thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.
(Gen 3:16)

To emphasize that the first commandment is still in
effect, it is repeated many times throughout the Bible.

For example:
And God blessed Noah and his sons, and said unto them, Be
fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth...... And

you, be ye fruitful, and multiply; bring forth abundantly
in the earth, and multiply therein.

THE FIRsT COMMANDMENT IS A BLESSING NOT A CURSE

Having a large family is not a curse as Margaret
Sanger has led so many people to believe. Believe God
not Margaret Sanger. Margaret Sanger was a notorious
liar, but God cannot lie. God saysthat to have many chil-
drenisto bemightily blessed. We have aready read that
thisis so in Gen 3.16 and 9.1-7. But there are many
other references:

A Song of degrees. Blessed is every one that feareth the
LORD; that walketh in his ways. For thou shalt eat the labour
of thine hands: happy shalt thou be, and it shall be well with
thee. Thy wife shall be as a fruitful vine by the sides of
thine house: thy children like olive plants round about
thy table. Behold, that thus shall the man be blessed that
feareth the LORD. (Ps 128.1-4)

And God Almighty bless thee, and make thee fruitful, and
multiply thee, that thou mayest be a multitude of people;
(Gen 28.1-3; see also Gen 17.1-6; 48.3-4; Deut 8.1; and Lev
26.3-13 and there are many other similar verses.)

If thou wilt not observe to do all the words of this law that are
written in this book, that thou mayest fear this glorious and

BirtH ContrOL IS SIN

Every form of birth control mentionedintheBibleis
forbidden, without exception.

ABSTINENCE |s FORBIDDEN

While abstinence is commanded outside of marriage
(Heb 13.1), it is forbidden within marriage except for
during short periods of prayer and fasting, and even then
only with permission from one's mate. In fact to deny
sexual privileges to one's lawfully wedded mate is de-
clared to be fraud.

The wife hath not power of her own body, but the husband:
and likewise also the husband hath not power of his own body,
but the wife. Defraud ye not one the other, except it be with
consent for a time, that ye may give yourselves to fasting and
prayer; and come together again, that Satan tempt you not for
your incontinency. (1 Cor 7.4-5)

Coitus INTERRUPTUS |s FORBIDDEN

God hatesthe coitusinterruptus method of birth con-
trol so much that He killed one man that practiced it.

And Er, Judah’s firstborn, was wicked in the sight of the LORD;
and the LORD slew him. And Judah said unto Onan, Go in
unto thy brother’s wife, and marry her, and raise up seed to
thy brother. And Onan knew that the seed should not be his;
and it came to pass, when he went in unto his brother’s wife,
that he spilled it on the ground, lest that he should give seed
to his brother. And the thing which he did displeased the LORD:
wherefore he slew him also. (Gen 38.7-10)

THE RHYTHM METHOD |s FORBIDDEN

The rhythm method of birth control requirestheinti-
materelationship to take placeduring thetime Lev 15.9-
33 declares awomen to be unclean. This passageistoo
lengthy to quote here, but iswell worth lookin _% In-
tercourse during thistime of uncleannessis forbidden.

And if a man shall lie with a woman having her sickness, and
shall uncover her nakedness; he hath discovered her foun-
tain, and she hath uncovered the fountain of her blood: and
wmﬁwmﬁwﬁ them shall be cut off from among their people. (Lev
While space forbids expounding on it in thistract, it is
worth noting that scientific research shows that babies
conceived outside of the time allowed in Lev 19.9-33
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are predominately weak, sickly females-instead of
strong and healthy malesand females.

ABORTION Is FORBIDDEN

Inthe Old Testament, violencewhichresultedin a
woman giving premature birth was punished even if
it did not result in harm to the baby. If the baby was
harmed the punishment could be as severe as capital
punishment. Abortion is murder—a capital offense.

If men strive, and hurt a woman with child, so that her fruit
depart from her, and yet no mischief follow: he shall be
surely punished, according as the woman’s husband will
lay upon him; and he shall pay as the judges determine.
And if any mischief follow, then thou shalt give life for life,
Eye for m&m_ tooth for tooth, hand for hand, foot for foot,
Burning for burning, wound for wound, stripe for stripe.
(Ex 21.22-25)

INFANTICIDE Is FORBIDDEN

Infanticideisthe murder of achild whileitisstill
aninfant. Thishasbeen and still isacommon method
of birth control among heathen cultures. In ancient
times many paganswould burn their infants alive as
sacrificestotheidol Molech. The Bible strongly con-
demns such wickedness. “ And thou shalt not let any
ow ﬁms<v seed pass through the fire to Molech” (Lev
18.21

HoMosexuALTy |s FORBIDDEN

The method of birth control advocated most ag-
gressively by humanists at present is sodomy. God
Says:

Thou shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it is
abomination. Neither shalt thou lie with any beast to defile
thyself therewith: neither shall any woman stand before a
beast to lie down thereto: it is confusion. Defile not ye your-
selves in any of these things: for in all these the nations
are defiled which | cast out before you: And the land is
defiled: therefore | do visit the iniquity thereof upon it, and
the land itself vomiteth out her inhabitants. (Lev 18.22-25;
see also Lev 20.13)

Seeing that every form of birth control known
to man in thedaysin which in which the Biblewas
written was forbidden, It stands to reason that all
modern methods of birth control (pills, condoms,
diaphragms, foam, etc.) are also wrong and should
not be used by Christians.

Why have we committed thisgreat sinin disobey-
ing the first commandment? Because (1) we don't
love God enough to see His image reproduced; (2)
wedon’t value our doctrines enough to see them pre-
served; (3) we don't love our mates enough to see
them reproduced; (4) We have been too selfish to
share our resources with children; (5) we are materi-
alistic; (6) we arerebellious and disobedient; (7) we
haven't thought ahead; (8) we haven't had enough
faith in God to believe that He can and will provide
finances to enable us to raise a large family. We all
